Ahmedabad spent 70 crore on drainage, yet

pumping stations, and new
drainage installations, basic civic
issues like clean water, good
roads, and proper sewage
management remain
unresolved. Frustrated
residents of India Colony near
Naroda recently staged a road
blockade, forcing AMC officials
to rush to the spot.
